but it is important to take special care of:
•  Babies and children, the elderly, people with medical conditions
•  Pets
•  People who work in the outdoors

In a heatwave: 
•  Drink lots of water
•  Stay in the shade and use fans or air-conditioning 
•  Wear light clothing, a head and sunscreen

Understand symptoms of heat sickness:
•  Feeling sick or vomiting
•  Dizzy or weak
•  Fast breathing or short of breath
•  High temperature
•  Red, dry skin
